· ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS:   Those in attendance were Matt McSparren, Bob Betzold, Fred Buckholtz, Eric Heil (Township Manager), and Mike D Erwin (Assistant Utility Supervisor). Guests were recorded in the attendance book.

       4.    STAFF REPORTS/ACTION ITEMS ON AGENDA
Utility Supervisor – Mike D Erwin reported that his crew have found a few leaks on service lines. They have replaced the head on the flow meter at the Mall WTP. They have been repairing yards from past digging, working with the contractor to get service line leak repaired at the old Thomas Auto building.  A new employee Nate Ion started in April, and he is doing well. Crew opened the parks.
 Zoning/Code Enforcement – Eric Heil reported nine zoning permits issued, collected $3,467 in fees, $3,280,700 in improvement value. VA Clinic, two garages, six small projects. VA clinic is in final stages before construction. Township Planning Commission will meet April 18th to review/finalize VA clinic Sewage Planning Module Municipal Review, and curate amendment to zoning ordinance. A reminder that with grass beginning to grow, the Township property maintenance ordinance requires it be less than 12", and that all rubbish/refuse and junk material cannot be visible from any public road.
Township Manager- Eric Heil stated an update from the Army Corps was received from Mary Dailey. They are finalizing the financial agreement and anticipate an April start date. Announced that Executive Sessions were held 3/30/2022 and 4/7/2022 for personnel and litigation matters.

1. Resolution 5-22: Update to Fee Schedule to add clause for refund of canceled zoning permits, municipal permits, stormwater reviews. Motion to approve made by Matt McSparren, Second by Bob Betzold. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). 
2. Amendment to the Employee Handbook to add section defining and permitting the use of compensatory time off by employees; Bob Betzold made the motion with Matt McSparren seconding. All in favor. Motion carried. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). 
3. Public Hearing on renewal of Franchise Agreement with Armstrong Cable. A statement detailing the process was read to the audience. Rusty Schilk of Horsecreek road had one question concerning how the Township determines what areas receive cable service. No additional comments or questions were received.

             Gordon Bickel spoke about potential auto parts shortages coming and gave his input on how to resolve                   future flooding along Lower Two-Mile Run.
