      2. No additional information has been received from Life NWPA therefor no discussion was held.
      3. Discussion was held about the Venango County Land Bank purchasing 2 parcels at Tax Sale on behalf of                      Cranberry Township. Two are located on State Route 257 (top of Seneca Hill) and one is located on Laurel Ave. Two abandoned structures would need to be demolished. Quotes for demolition are being obtained from Gahr              Excavating and BKI. Motion to approve Land Bank purchases was made by Matt McSparren, seconded by Bob           Betzold. All in favor. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes). 
       4. The Board was provided with the USACE cost share amount of $117,985.50. Motion to move forward with                comprehensive study was made by Bob Betzold, seconded by Fred Buckholtz. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob                   Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).
       5. The Board was provided with the Cohen Law Group proposal to engage their firm for expanding broadband                  services in the Township. Discussion on the topic was held including Commissioner Sam Breene expressing                Venango County’s support for the project. Motion to approve the proposal was made by Matt McSparren and                seconded by Bob Betzold. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

· Township Manager – Eric Heil announced Executive sessions were held 4/14/2022 for personnel, 4/27/2022 for personnel and litigation, and 4/28/2022 to obtain legal advice and for quasi-deliberation relating to a conditional use hearing.

     Barb Ross discussed that other communities have a process where persons cannot apply for a permit unless and pending      fines against the applicant were paid. Patrick Logan also added comment concerning the same topic. Ms. Ross then              asked if there were any codes relating to fire safety on open properties. Ms. Ross also asked some questions relating to        Mr. Spencer’s conditional use hearing and . had to know if there were any documents containing comments that Mr.            Spencer made and if she’d be able to file a Right to Know request for those documents.
     Patrick Logan wished to comment relating to the Spencer conditional use hearing and some specifics from testimony.     The Township Manager had to explain that the Board was not allowed to hear any additional testimony or information beyond what was presented at the hearing.
Scott Snow wished to comment and asked for the Board’s support for the 2022 Cranberry 4th of July fireworks.

Venango County Commissioner Sam Breene thanked the Board for using the Land Bank.
