The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Cranberry for February 24,2022 was called to order by Matt McSparren Chairman. Those in attendance were Matt McSparren, Bob Betzold, Fred Buckholtz, and Eric Heil (Interim Township Manager).  Guests were recorded in the attendance book.  This meeting was recorded.
Matt McSparren announced that 2 Executive Sessions were held, Feb. 18, and Feb. 23,2022, for personnel matters.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Matt McSparren made a motion to adopt the agenda, seconded by Fred Buckholtz, motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).
1.  MINUTES
Matt McSparren then asked for any additions or corrections to the minutes of the February 10,2022 meeting.  Bob Betzold made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Matt McSparren seconded, motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

2.  EXPENDITURES
Fred Buckholtz made a motion to approve the expenditures, seconded by Bob Betzold, motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

3.  PERSONS ON THE AGENDA –

 1. Eric Heil provided the Supervisors with the Proposal for Engagement from Cohen Law Group to negotiate with Armstrong Cable to renew the franchise agreement and explained the Supervisors what responses had been received from Attorney Mike Roberts concerning the proposed agreement that Armstrong had sent.  Roberts found several issues in the agreement that heavily   benefited Armstrong and failed to give Cranberry Township avenues to pursue should the agreement be breached.  After discussion, a motion was made by Matt McSparren to hire Cohen Law Group to negotiate the agreement with Armstrong. Seconded by Fred Buckholtz.  All in favor. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).
2. Eric then provided the Supervisors with correspondence from Julie Thompson of the Tax Claim Bureau concerning the Repository Sale of 19 Laurel Ave by Richard Rivers.  After discussion, motion was made by Matt McSparren to object to the sale to Mr. Rivers. Seconded by Bob Betzold. All in favor. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).
3. Eric presented the Supervisors with a quote from Kevin Henry of Five Star for a John Deere 672G Road Grader and explained that Ted has driven and tested the same model at Bloomfield Township, Crawford County, and that model will fit our needs.  A quote was also received for a Caterpillar 140 Grader which came in at $317,100. Fred Buckholtz then made a motion to purchase the John Deere 672G Road Grader at the quoted price of $310,070.  Seconded by Matt McSparren.  All in favor. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold - yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

4.  STAFF REPORTS – 
· Interim Township Manager – Eric Heil informed the Supervisors of the Aires Hill Bridge closure.  He had met with Troy Cyphert and Josh Montgomery of PennDOT concerning the bridge and the recent condition report from STV, Inc.  The Supervisors desired to keep the bridge closed until after snow plowing season, then re-evaluate, and possibly re-open it to vehicular traffic with warning devices in place.  Troy Cyphert and Sgt. Ulintz of the PA State Police participated in a brief discussion with the Board concerning other bridges in the Township.
