Township residents Dick and Becka Swartlander of 606 Hill City Rd commented that the location of their house lacks reliable and fast internet service, and they rely on a cellular hotspot for internet service which often lacks reliability and connectivity. A discussion then followed about the current broadband providers in the township and the ongoing franchise agreement occurring with Armstrong.

Township Manager –Eric Heil spoke to the board about PennDOT inquiring if the Township would be interested in having East State Rd turned back over to the Township. There was a brief discussion about that process if undertaken.
