The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Cranberry for December 8,2022 was called to order at 10:30AM at the Municipal Building by Matt McSparren, Chairman. This meeting was tape recorded for the purpose of writing these minutes.
· ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS:   Those in attendance were Matt McSparren, Bob Betzold, Fred Buckholtz, Eric Heil (Township Manager), Mike Erwin ( Utility Supervisor) and Ted Williams (Roadmaster) Guests were recorded in the attendance book.
· PUBLIC COMMENTS – NONE
· ADOPTION OF AGENDA – Fred Buckholtz made a motion to adopt the agenda, seconded by Matt McSparren motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes).
       1.APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR 11.22.22 – Matt McSparren asked if there were any additions or corrections                    to the minutes of the November 22,2022, meeting. Being none, Bob Betzold made a motion to approve the                                 minutes, seconded by Matt McSparren, motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-   yes). 
2.   EXPENDITURES – Matt McSparren asked if there were any questions about the expenditures. Being none, Matt McSparren made a motion to approve the expenditures, seconded by Fred Buckholtz. Motion carried. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). 

       3.    STAFF REPORTS
       Ted Williams - Road Master: Crew performed the following work: 7 days of leaf collection totaling 28 loads; 5 days ditching; 4 days cleaning driveway pipes and leaves out of ditches; filling potholes; 2 days working on signs and pedestrian buttons; one day of salting roads; MSHA inspector came and did my inspection. 

      Mike Erwin - Utility Supervisor: Crew performed the following work: Flushed fire hydrants and performed maintenance on same; located a leak on Dewberry Ave which consisted of a leaking toilet causing loss of 4000 gal per day; did water tap for home on Kaufman Dr; pump at Moody lift station burnt up, it was replaced from spare at Ranch St and spare pumps for both stations have been ordered; new mall plant is progressing, some details still being worked out; the DEP performed an inspection of our water system and although there were some deficiencies, they are being corrected; met with the DEP about the inspection. 
      Regina DeLoe – Zoning: –. Report given by Eric Heil; issued 13 zoning permits for an $81,400 in improvement value and collected $266 is fees. 1 new garage, 1 new deck, 10 news signs at UPMC NW, 1 new shed. 

      Eric Heil -Township Manager Reported to the Board: The FCC has released its pre-deployment broadband map and posts have been put on the township website and Facebook page asking township residents to check the data listed for their residences and challenge any inconsistencies. Deadline for challenges is January 13th, 2023. Encouraged all township residents to check the map and report underserved or unserved areas which will be critical for future funding efforts. Discussed announcing some dates and times that residents could come in and we could do challenges for them if they lack service. Announced that the board intends to adopt the 2023 proposed budget at the December 22nd, 2022, board meeting. US Army Corps surveyors were in the township today performing survey work relating to the flood study. Announced that executive sessions were held 11/22/22 and 12/8/22 for personnel matters. 

4.   PERSONS ON THE AGENDA \ACTION ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Agenda Items

1. Resolution 16-22 was presented to the board. This resolution concerns the township collecting the Real Estate Transfer Tax. Motion to approve made by Matt McSparren, second by Fred Buckholtz. (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). Motion passed. 
2.  Resolution 17-22 was presented to the board. This resolution concerns naming the delinquent per capita tax collector as Berkheimer, and Carol Gustafson as the delinquent streetlights tax collector. Motion to approve made by Fred Buckholtz, second by Bob Betzold, (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz- yes). Motion passed. 
3. Board was presented with the 2023 public meeting dates for the Board of Supervisors, Cranberry-Venango General Authority, Cranberry Township Planning Commission, the Cranberry Township Economic Development Committee, and the Cranberry Township Parks Committee. Motion to approve made by Matt McSparren, second by Bob Betzold. (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). Motion Passed. 
4. The board was presented with the 2023 Junkyard license renewals prepared by Zoning Officer Regina DeLoe. All 5 locations were inspected and in compliance, noting that 2 of the locations are legal non-conforming. Motion to approval renewals made by Fred Buckholtz, second by Matt McSparren. (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes). Motion passed. 
5. The board was presented with a draft ordinance which would regulate Short Term Rentals. A brief discussion was held. It was decided that the board would examine the draft and the topic will be discussed at a future board meeting. No official action was taken on this draft ordinance. 
      5.  PUBLIC COMMENTS – 
Ed Barrett spoke and asked Ted Williams to clean leaves from the ditch in front of his home. Frank Pankratz asked about a right to know request he filed November 11, 2022; he also made comments about the township minute book and it being up to date; asked about his previous request for a zoning book. Gordon Bickel commented that the Laurel Terrace Street sign tape is coming off. Some materials are hard to come by. GM and Ford dealerships are getting rid of their dealership models. Dealership licenses are 1.2 million dollars. 

  6.  COMMENTS OF MEMBERS – NONE
The meeting was adjourned with Bob Betzold  making the motion to adjourn and Matt McSparren seconding. All voted in favor at 10:57AM. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes).
