       Zoning/Code Enforcement – Regina DeLoe reported for month of  March 2023 issued 16 zoning permits           for a total improvement value of $93,000 and 1 home occupation permit. Collected $496.70 in permit fees.               Sent 1 letter of enforcement, 8 notices of violations, 2 violations have been cleared by becoming compliant.
