The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Cranberry for June 22,2023 was called to order  at 7:09PM by Matt McSparren Chairman. Public Hearing

The regular meeting was recessed at 7:11 PM to hold a public hearing on proposed ordinance 267 of 2023, Regulating the Keeping of Fowl. 

Township Manager Eric Heil read a history of the ordinance and the process undertaken to draft the ordinance, its wording, and intent. The public hearing and adoption vote to follow under agenda items was legally advertised in the Derrick newspaper on June 8th and 15th, 2023. The hearing was then opened to the public comments and questions. Township resident Ed Jordan asked numerous questions about the ordinance and pointed out numerous topics he disagreed with. A discussion occurred with Mr. Jordan, the Township Manager, and the Board of Supervisors. In summary, Mr. Jordan was displeased that the ordinance did not address roosters and the noise they make which he experiences from a neighbor’s chickens, and an overall number of chickens a person could keep, and a few other topics were not addressed by this ordinance. 

The regular meeting was reconvened at 7:27 PM.

3.  PERSONS/ITEMS ON THE AGENDA –

1. Adoption vote for Ordinance 267 of 2023: an Ordinance of the Township of Cranberry, Venango County, Pennsylvania, Regulating the Keeping of Fowl In Cranberry Township. A motion to adopt this ordinance was made by Bob Betzold, seconded by Fred Buckholtz, (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes), motion passed unanimously. 
2. The Board was presented with a amendment to the employee handbook which will require township workers to wear ANSI Class 2 of 3 high visibility safety apparel when working within roadway right of way. A discussion was held in which the Township Manager explained that the amendment wording had been sent to the solicitor but had not responded with recommendations. This item was tabled until a future date. 
3. The Board was informed that a resolution approved at the May 25th, 2023, meeting defining the townships land disposition policy was discovered to have been misnumbered. The correct resolution number should have been 5 of 2023, from number 4 of 2023 which was listed May 25th, 2023. The resolution approved has been amended to reflect the correct number of 5 of 2023.

4.  STAFF REPORTS – 
          Township Manger Eric Heil provided the board with the following updates: The water well abandonment at PA Ave, and sanitary seals at Mall plant has been completed per DEP requirements. A mail auction is being held by the Venango Conservation District and a bid would be made on the Buffalo Cyclone blower unit. The township is still accepting employment resumes for the road crew until June 29th, 2023. A young man is working for the township through the PA Dept of Labor and Industry’s Office of Vocational Rehabilitation and it is free to the township. A municipal auction will be held at the township building on August 24th, 2023, at 3:00 PM in conjunction with the Oil Region COG. The demolition for 25 Laurel Ave and 4080 SR 257 has been completed.  

 5.  PUBLIC COMMENTS – 
         Resident Mark Pritchard spoke concerning the Meadow Church Bridge closure and replacement and there was brief discussion. Resident Ed Jordan expressed additional concern of the keeping of fowl ordinance and there was some discussion. 

6.  COMMENTS OF MEMBERS – 
         Member Bob Betzold asked some questions concerning the ANSI safety apparel amendment.  

   The next regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Cranberry will be July 13 2023, at 10:30 AM. There being no further business, Fred Buckholtz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:47PM. Seconded by Matt McSparren. (Matt McSparren -yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes) motion passed.
