ADOPTION OF AGENDA

1.  MINUTES
· Matt McSparren then asked for any additions or corrections to the minutes of the May 11,2023 meeting.  Bob Betzold made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Matt McSparren seconded, motion carried (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

2.  EXPENDITURES

3.  PERSONS/ITEMS ON THE AGENDA –

1. Board was presented with Resolution 4-2023, Cranberry Township Land Disposition Policy, which details the process for disposing of land obtained through CDBG funding. Board was informed that this policy mirrors the one in effect with Venango County and it was recommended by the Venango County Planning Commission that we have one in place. Motion to approve made by Matt McSparren, second by Bob Betzold, (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold -yes, Fred Buckholtz – yes) motion passed.
2. Board was presented with a sponsor request from the Seneca VFD for their fundraising activity. Motion to donate $200 made by Bob Betzold, second by Matt McSparren, (Matt McSparren – yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz – yes) motion passed. 
3. A discussion was held concerning the Meadow Church Rd bridge replacement options of a metal culvert at $94,031.44 for all work. and a metal bridge superstructure at $45,505.00 for the bridge only. The bridge option would have added costs for abutment repairs and other things. No official action was taken. 
4. The board was provided a draft of the proposed ordinance regulating fowl running at large, and a brief discussion occurred.  A public hearing and adoption vote will be held at the June 22nd board meeting. No official action taken and to be done June 22nd. 
5. Board was presented with a request from the Todhunter family who desires to move a memorial bench from township property to family property in Venango County. The family purchased the bench in 1990. There was brief discussion. Motion to approve granting the Todhunter family permission to move the bench and trellis made by Matt McSparren, second by Bob Betzold, (Matt McSparren -yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz – yes), motion passed. 
4.  STAFF REPORTS – 
          Township Manger – Eric Heil provided the board with a cost estimate from John Trant to do a comprehensive review and update the of the zoning ordinance, with an estimated cost of $35,000 - $45,000. More options will be explored. Provided the board with an update on the Township and ORA efforts relating to broadband expansion and that a grant application is being made to the Appalachia Regional Commission. Provided an update on the tennis courts repairs at Morrison Park. Informed the board that according to Jeff Wenner of City of Oil City that the Sage Run sewage meter was operational following repairs. Informed the board that a phone conference was held with Hanna Martin of PSATS who was collecting information on the benefits of having recreational trails.  

 5.  PUBLIC COMMENTS – 
         Scott Snow spoke on behalf of the annual Cranberry July fireworks and asked for continued support from the township. Also spoke about and on behalf of Rick Allison concerning a property Snow owns on US 322, and which Allison rents, for a small business. A discussion occurred about zoning regulations and signs in the mixed use district.
