         1.  Board was presented with Ordinance 268 of 2023. Motion to approve by Matt, second by Fred, voting yes were                    Matt McSparren and Fred Buckholtz, Bob Betzold voted no. Motion passed 2-1. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob                       Betzold – no, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

         2. Board was presented with resolution 10-23 which would update the 2023 fee schedule to add a fee for Short                         Term Rental Licensing. The fee was proposed/recommended to be $100 per Short Term Rental dwelling unit.                      Motion to approve made by Fred Buckholtz, second by Matt McSparren. Yes votes were given by Matt                                 McSparren and Fred Buckholtz. No vote given by Bob. Motion passed 2-1. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob                                 Betzold – no, Fred Buckholtz - yes).

         3.The board was presented with the 2024 PMRS MMO in the amount of $164,359.00. Motion to approve made                        by Bob Betzold, second by Matt McSparren, Motion passed. (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred                       Buckholtz - yes).

    4.Supervisor Fred Buckholtz submitted his letter of resignation to the Board, to be effective 9/30/2023. Solicitor        Bruce Getsinger spoke to and informed the public attending that he has recommended to the Board that they           have 45 days to accept the resignation, then 30 days to appoint a replacement to fill the remaining term. He             also recommended that this time period will allow the November election to occur and that the board may               appoint the election winner, but certainly does not have to. The Board informed attendees that they were going        to follow the recommendation of the solicitor. 
          5.This item was tabled until a later time. No official action taken. 
4.  STAFF REPORTS – 
Township Manager - Eric Heil provided the board with the following updates: County Planning informed us that the 2022 CDBG contract has been received and was in hand. The environmental review for Meadow Church Rd was in process, and EADS has completed survey work. Basemapping was in progress. A bridge overlay was being rented from ADM Welding in Warren, PA. This would be used on Meadow Church until work begins, then possibly be used at other locations.
