3.  PERSONS/ITEMS ON THE AGENDA –
         1.  The board was presented with Ordinance 269 or 2023, to accept debt in the amount of $3,256,466.00 for a                          Pennvest loan which will be used for the upgrade to the Mall WTP. Motion to approve made by Matt McSparren,               seconded by Fred Buckholtz, (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes). Motion passed. 
2. The board was presented with a letter from Adam Gilmore who requested that Cranberry Township assume                  ownership of Robert Street which is within his Seneca Heights Development. The board was informed that the             road had been inspected multiple times, the last being around noon today. A site meeting has also been p                      previously held with Mr. Gilmore, Township Manager, and PennDOT Municipal Services representative Troy             Cyphert. At this time the road did not meet the criteria set forth by PennDOT to be eligible for Liquid Fuels                 reimbursement. A motion to NOT assume ownership of Robert Street was made by Bob Betzold, seconded by             Matt McSparren, (Matt McSparren - yes, Bob Betzold – yes, Fred Buckholtz - yes), motion passed. 
3.The board was presented with a letter from National Fuel Gas who is in the process of trying to clean up a large    amount of debris from Laurel Ave and which debris is on a National Fuel high pressure gas line right-of-way.         Cranberry Township owns 25 Laurel Ave which is within the same area as the debris. Motion for Cranberry          Township in its capacity as landowner of the aforesaid parcel of real property to support NFG’s efforts was           made by Fred Buckholtz, seconded by Matt McSparren, (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred                   Buckholtz-yes), motion passed. 
4. The board was presented with a request from the Lions Club to support their 2023 fundraiser. A motion to donate $500 was made by Matt McSparren, seconded by Bob Betzold, (Matt McSparren-yes, Bob Betzold-yes, Fred Buckholtz-yes), motion passed. 
4.  STAFF REPORTS – 
Township Manager - Eric Heil provided the board with the following updates: The township solicitor was drafting an ordinance to amend the street light tax rate. At the present time, revenues are only meeting approximately 35% of the street light electric expense. Attended a meeting with the ORA and County officials to discuss ORA’s broadband internet project which was moving forward. Provided an update on the Meadow Church Rd bridge project. A quote for the pipe arch culvert had been received and forwarded to the County Planning Commission. Zacherl Rd. bridge has been removed and we are awaiting quotes for decking.

Resident Sandra Bender spoke to the board about the township taking over Robert Street. Resident Gordon Bickel thanked Bob Betzold and other fire police for their response to a crash. He also spoke about someone who lost a high paying job.
